DRAFT CONTRACT

SUPPLY OF BUNKERS FOR PPC'S DPP/CPP VESSELS

1. INTRODUCTION

PPC (the “Buyer") is hereby entering into a Bunkering Agreement (the
"Agreement") with another party [name of the Supplier] (the "Seller") regarding
the supply of marine bunker fuels (the "Products") necessary for the cperation
of PPC's Dirty & Clean Petroleum Products carrying vessels, at current time
comprising of M/T ICE HAWK, AMORGOS, EVIAPETROL IV, NAOUSSA, ERMION],
EVIAPETROL V and SEAVEN VOYAGER or their replacements.

2. DEFINITIONS

(a) "Buyer" means PPC and any agent, acting on behalf of PPC.

(b) "Seller" includes in addition to the Seller Itself, its servants, agents,
assignees, subcontractors and any and all other persons acting under the
Seller's instructions in fulfilment, compliance or observance of the
Agreement unless the context otherwise requires

(c) "Vessel" means the vessel duly nominated by the Buyer to receive Products,
as specified in the Nomination correspondence

(d) "Products” means the marine bunker fuels, necessary for the operation of
the vessels

(e) "Point of Delivery" means the precise place at which delivery of the Products
is to be effected as provided by the Buyer in the Nomination
correspondence.

(f) "Price" means the basic cost of Products calculated by multiplying the unit
price in USD per metric ton of each product, as it is specified in the present
contract.




3. DURATION OF THE CONTRACT

The Contract shall be valid from 1.10.2025 +15 days until 31.12.2025 +/- 15 days
always at Buyer's option.

The Supplier hereby warrants continuous availability of all types of products
(bunkers) at all delivery points, main and alternative, as in the above table. PPC
has the right to choose another than the main delivery point, on a case by case
basis.

6. NOMINATION CORRESPONDENCE

The Buyer shall supply in writing to the Seller, either directly or through the
Buyer's Agent, at least 2 working days prior to the anticipated delivery time, all
information regarding the delivery of the Products (i.e. vessel's name, delivery
peint of the products, delivery window of the Products, ship agents, ET.A,
quantity, grade etc). Any changes to the above shall also be notified in writing
by the Buyer to the Seller in due time prior to the delivery.

PPC has the right to ask for preloading of the fuels before the delivery date.

7. DELIVERY

- Delivery of the Products to the Vessels shall be made by tank trucks (in lots of
about 25 MT each; guaranteed minimum quantity per truck 20 MT).

- The hoses of the tank-trucks:
(1) Should be suitable for the respective products and in accordance with

the international standards; suitability to be proven with valid
documentation according to legislation in force.

(2) They should be free of leak points.

(3) They should be checked annually with suitable hydraulic test, the test
pressure to be 1.5 times their service pressure; said test documents to be
produced at request.

Delivery of the Products shall be effected in one or more consignments at the
Point of Delivery by such means as the Seller shall deem appropriate under
the circumstances. The Buyer shall make all necessary hose connections or
disconnections and provide appropriate equipment to receive promptly
each and every consignment of the delivery.

The Seller is not allowed to deliver Products into any of the Vessel's tanks
which are not regularly used for bunkers.

The Sellers’ responsibility shall cease, and delivery of the Products shall be
deemed completed and risk of loss, damage, deterioration, depreciation,
evaporation, etc. shall pass to the Buyer at Vessel's permanent flange
connection.

DOCUMENTATION

A full chemical analysis of the product will be provided by the Seller (as
provided by its supplier), prior to commencement of pumping.

Once the delivery is completed and quantities measured and agreed upon,
a receipt, generally known as the Bunker Delivery Receipt (BDR), shall be
signed and stamped by the Master of the Vessel or his representative and
the representative of the Buyer, and returned to the Seller, or their
representative, as acknowledgement of the delivery and duplicate copies
shall be retained by the Master of the Vessel and the representative of the
Buyer. This receipt shall contain the following minimum information, which
is warranted by the Sellers, i.e., delivered quantity in volume units, density in
kg/m?® at 15 °C as per ISO 3675, temperature, sulphur content in % m/m as
per ISO 8754. It is understood that the Master, or his representative and the
representative of the Buyer, shall sign and stamp the above BDR, for the
actual volume and the actual delivery temperature only. Verification of the
rest of the information provided above may be obtained by analysis of the
Seller's sample, also recorded on the BDR retained by the vessel.

In the event that the Master and/or the representative of the Buyer are not
satisfied with the Products, sampling, quality, quantity or any other matter
concerning the Products or their delivery, they shall make appropriate
remarks on a separate letter of protest, to be issued and delivered
immediately.




9. QUALITY AND QUANTITY DETERMINATION OF PRODUCTS

9.1: QUALITY

- Products shall meet the requirements of ISO 8217:2012 applicable at the
time and place of delivery.

- Prior to the delivery of marine fuels, the supplier must provide by email to
the Buyer the product(s) specifications.

- Supplier shall provide representative samples for quality testing, including
a MARPOL sample as per IMO Resolution MEPC.182 (59).

Such representative samples shall be obtained by continuous sampling
throughout the bunkering operation in order to ensure accurate sample
composition.

According to MARPOL guidelines, the sampling location should be at the
truck’s end of the delivery hose.

In either case all samples must be taken through an approved type
"continuous drip line sampler" or other approved device which must be
permanently fitted. Under agreement, when no continuous drip sampling
Is not possible, a periodical sampling method, acceptable by both Supplier
and Buyer, can be used.

Special care must be taken to ensure that new, unused containers
(cubitainers) are used for sampling. Prior to the commencement of
bunkering, the sampling device must be cleaned or flushed to ensure no
sample contamination can occur from previous products. Personnel must
ensure that no rain or debris is allowed to contaminate the samples. Each
sample must be securely sealed with the seal identification number listed
on the product delivery Bunker Delivery Note (BDN).

Each sample should be of sufficient quantity to perform the tests required
and are normally 500-750 ml in size. The MARPOL sample must not be less
than 400 ml.

Each drawn sample shall be carefully divided into a minimum of five (5)
identical samples. Two (2) samples shall be retained by the Sellers for
minimum sixty (60) days after delivery of the Marine Fuels to the Vessel or,
on being requested in writing by the Buyers, for as long as the Buyers may
reasonably require, and the other three (3) samples shall be retained on
board the Vessel (one of which shall be for MARPOL purposes).

The following information is required to be on all sample labels to comply
with MARPOL 182(59) Regulation 8:

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If the quantity is delivered by more than one Tank Truck, the sampling
procedure described above shall be repeated for each bunkering
qguantity/product.

In general, any sampling must adhere to the Guidelines for the Sampling
of Fuel Qil for Determination of Compliance with MARPOL 73/78 Annex VI or
any subseguent amendments thereto.

- Any dispute concerning the quality of the Products delivered shall be
settled by means of analysis of the third sample retained by the Seller by a
third party laboratory, jointly appointed by the Buyer and the Seller. The
umpire sample to be used in any case of dispute between the Owner, the
Charterer and the Supplier of bunker fuels, will be taken at the connection
of the tank truck to the flexible hose, preferably with a continuous-drop
sampler.

9.2: QUANTITY

- The quantities of the Products shall be determined by means of the official
gauge or meter of the bunkering tank truck effecting delivery. Buyers'
meter may be considered as an indication only.

-The Buyer and the Seller shall both have the right to witness such
measurements and shall be entitled to receive all information necessary to
verify the volume delivered.

- The Products delivered under this Contract shall be megsured and
calculated in accordance with the ASTM-API-IP Petroleum Measurement
Tables.

- Every tank truck shall be accompanied by a valid weight-ticket from
loading point. Alternatively/additionally, it will be weighed before
unloading at the place of delivery (Elefsis or Lavrion Commercial Port), at
PPC's cost.

- After discharge into the recipient vessel, the tank truck will remain near the
vessel and the B.D.N. will not be signed and stamped until received bunkers
are measured onboard. In case of discrepancy, both tank and vessel will
be thoroughly checked; if the discrepancy remains, the tank truck will be
weighed, and the cost will be for the losing party's account. When the
delivery consists from more than one tank truck, the procedure will be
followed separately for each tank truck.

All customs arrangements, including the payment of the excise duty
applicable, are for Seller to provide. PPC will reimburse the Seller on the face
of the relevant documentation provided.

10. RESTRICTIONS OF USE

Unless otherwise agreed the Buyer undertakes that the Products supplied
under this Contract will be used solely for the bunkering requirements of the
Vessel to which they are delivered.

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1. PRICES
Prices are to be determined as follows:

11.1. Delivery at Lavrion PPC or Lavrion Commercial Port by tank trucks:

a. MGO 0.1% Sale price in USD per Metric Ton shall be based on the HI CIF
MED PLATTS (Genoa/Lavera) quotation for Gasoil 0.1 % for delivery date
(as published in PLATTS EUROPEAN MARKETSCAN) plus/minus a premium
of USD ... per MT.

1.2. Delivery at Elefsis Commercial Port by tank trucks:

a. MGO 0.1% Sale price in USD per Metric Ton shall be based on the HI CIF
MED PLATTS (Genoa/Lavera) quotation for Gasoil 0.1 % for delivery date
(as published in PLATTS EUROPEAN MARKETSCAN) plus/minus a premium
of USD ... per MT.

The above premia, in USD per MT of Product, shall be constant throughout
the duration of the Contract.

In case of agreed preloading, the base price will be that of the agreed
preloading date, and not the delivery date.

In case there is no publication of PLATTS EUROPEAN MARKETSCAN for delivery
date, base price will be considered the last available publication at the
delivery date.

EXTRA CHARGES:

For dead freight (quantity less than 20 kt per truck) an extra charge of USD ...
per metric ton apply.

For deliveries on Sundays and official public holidays an extra charge of USD
.. per metric ton per day will apply.

For pre-loading on an agreed date before delivery an extra charge of USD
. per metric ton pre-loaded per number of days before delivery the
preloading is agreed.

For cancellation an extra charge of USD .... per metric ton cancelled.

11.3. Other costs.

11.3.1 Penalties for the Seller:

With the exception of cases of Force Majeure, in the event that the Seller
is unable to deliver at least 75% of the nominated quantities of all types
of bunkers ordered, within the delivery window and no sufficient notice
has been given to the Buyer for such inability, the Seller is liable to pay any
extra costs the Buyer will suffer in order to buy the bunkers from another
source plus the daily hire rate, pro rata, of the vessel for any delay in its
schedule.



12. PAYMENT AND FINANCIAL RESPONSIBILITY

The value of Products together with extra charges, if any, shall be paid by the
Buyer to the Seller in full, within thirty (30) calendar days from the date of
delivery, according to Seller's payment instructions and in the currency shown
in the relevant invoice and provided that all documentation required by the
Law for such payment has been delivered to PPC. Should the due date for
payment fall on Saturday, Sunday or Public Holiday then payment should be
received by the previous working day.

Seller's invoices should have been delivered at PPC's offices at least 15 calendar
days before due payment date. In case of a delay, the payment due date will
be postponed for so many days as the days of delay.

13. TITLE

- Title in and to the Products delivered and/or property rights in and to such
Products shall remain vested in the Seller until payment has been received by
the Seller of all amounts due in connection with the respective delivery.

- Until full payment of any amounts due to the Seller for whatever nature, has
been made, the Buyer shall not be entitled to use the Products other than for
the propulsion of the vessel, nor mix, blend, sell, encumber, pledge, alienate,
or surrender the Products to any third party.

14. CLAIMS

14.1. Any dispute as to the quantity delivered should be noted at the time of
delivery in the letter of protest. Any claims as to short delivery shall be
presented by the Buyers in writing within the next working day from the
date of delivery, failing which any such claim shall be deemed to be
waived and absolutely barred.

In cases that short delivery is proven, either by weighing of the tank truck
or by other means, Seller will return to the Buyer the full value (fuel price
and taxes) corresponding to the short quantity above 0.5% for MGO. In
addition to that, PPC reserves the right to ban the faulty tank truck and/or
its driver from all future deliveries.

14.2. If during the period of this contract and as a result of failure on the part
of the Seller to deliver any of the Products in accordance with the terms
of this contract (save for events of Force Majeure), the Buyer is forced to
purchase said Products from a third party in order to maintain the vessels
in continuous operation, any additional cost borne by the Buyer over and
above the price provided for in this Contract for said Products shall be on
the Seller's account.

14.3. Any claims as to the quality description of the Products should be notified
in writing, promptly after the circumstances giving rise to such claim have




been discovered. If the Buyers do not notify the Sellers in writing of any
such claim within 15 days of the date of delivery, then those circumstances
shall be presumed not to have been caused by any deficiency in the
quality or description of the Products supplied and any such claim shall
be deemed to be waived and absolutely barred.

In such event the parties hereto shall have the quality of the Products
analyzed by a mutually agreed, qualified and independent laboratory.
The Sellers shall provide the laboratory with one of the sealed samples
retained by them as per Clause 9.1 and results of same, will be final and
binding for both parties.

In case the product is confirmed as off-spec by the umpire sample
analysis, in excess of the method's reproducibility, Buyer has the right to
demand of the Seller the de-bunkering of said product. Subject to Buyer's
option only, another solution may be agreed to between Seller and Buyer.
In case of confirmed contamination of Products, Buyer reserves the right
to demand reimbursement of any cost due to that, and, upon recurrence,
alsc has the right to terminate the contract.

15. FORCE MAJEURE

Neither party shall be responsible for any loss, damage, delay or failure in
performance under this Agreement resulting from an act of God, or the port of
delivery being affected by war, civil commotion, riot, quarantine, strikes, labor
obstructions, stoppages, lock-outs, arrests, restraints, rulers and peocple or any
other event whatsoever arising after concluding this Contract which cannot be
avoided or guarded against by the exercise of due diligence, or the
conseguences of which, as may affect the performance of this Contract, cannot
e avoided or guarded against by the exercise of due diligence.

16. SAFETY AND ENVIRONMENTAL PROTECTION

In the event of any spillage (which for the purpose of this Clause shall mean any
leakage, escape, spillage or overflow of the Products) causing or likely to cause
pollution occurring at any stage of the bunkering operation, the Buyers and the
Sellers shall jointly, and regardless of which party is responsible, immediately
take such actions as are necessary to effect clean up and which shall always be
conducted in accordance with such local laws and regulations which may
compulsorily apply.

The Seller hereby guarantee payment of and/or agree to indemnify and hold
the Buyer harmiless for any claims, losses, damages, expenses, penalties or
other liabilities incurred by the Buyer under pollution legislation as a result of
any spillage occurring whilst the Products are being transported directly or
indirectly to or from the Buyer's Vessel's manifold save to the extent that such
spillage is caused by any fault on the part of the Buyer. The Buyer shall similarly
indemnify the Sellers where any such spillage occurs once risk in the Products
has passed to the Buyer save to the extent that such spillage is caused by any
fault on the part of the Seller.




17. APPLICABLE LAW AND JURISDICTION

This Contract, its performance and enforcement is governed by the Greek Law.
All disputes arising in connection with this agreement or any agreement
resulting hereof shall be referred to the Courts of Piraeus.

18. WARRANTIES

18.1. Together with the signed Contract the Seller delivered to the Buyer the
Good Performance Letter of Guarantee reg. No/Date: ............... issued by
the Bank .................. for the amount of [20,000 € for ITEM I and 20,000
for ITEM II], worded in accordance to the specimen in the Appendix 1.

18.2. The amount of the Letter of Guarantee shall be reduced by up to 50%
in the case that at least fifty per cent (50%) of the contract value has
been delivered provided that there are no Buyer's claims against the
Seller associated with this contract (e.g. penalty clauses, etc.).

18.3. In the case of failure of the Seller to meet his Contract obligations that
might resultin forfeiture of the Letter of Guarantee, in total or partially,
the Buyer shall notify the Seller in writing about such failure as well as
the amount to be claimed; the Seller shall have the right to take
corrective actions within ten days from such notification, in which time
the Buyer shall not have the right to take any action towards forfeiture
of the Letter of Guarantee.

18.4. If no other contrary special terms are included in this Contract, and no
reason exists for its forfeiture, the above Letter of Guarantee shall be
returned to the Bank it was issued from, upon the Seller's request after
full and complete fulfillment of all without exception contractual
obligations of the Seller and after the final clearance of the accounts.

19. MISCELLANEOUS

This Contract constitutes the entire Agreement between the parties covering
the subject matter. There are no other agreements which constitute any part
of the consideration for or any conditions to either party's compliance with its
obligations under this Contract. Any implied warranties, conditions and
agreements whatsoever are hereby expressly excluded and extinguished. No
modifications of this Contract shall be binding unless in writing and signed. The
right of either party to require strict performance shall not be affected by any
prior waiver or course of dealing. Any termination shall be without prejudice to
accrued rights. All rights and remedies are cumulative, and election of one
remedy shall not exclude the other.
